All frequency ranges should blend naturally, with no range or 
speaker being noticeably louder or quieter than any other range 
or speaker.  Also, speakers should not “break up” or exhibit any 
unnatural sounds or characteristics during this portion of the 
judging.the subs, mids and tweets should all work together to 
present the judge with the “total package” that represent all 
tones and frequencies being played.

•	 Engine Noise - Listen for alt. whine, spark plug ticks and
	 other noises induced by the electrical system.

•	 Mechanical Noises including actuators and fans.

•	 Turn-off Noise - The system should power down silently.

•	 Turn-on Noise - The system should power up silently.   
 
•	 Noise-floor - “Static” at full volume with zero bit track.
